	English

Reading
Although each reading group has a focus specific to their learning needs, these are some of the reading and comprehension skills we will be focussing on as a whole class throughout the term:

Interpreting Figurative Language, Drawing Conclusions and Making Inferences, Identifying the Author’s Purpose, Finding the Main Idea and Recalling Facts and Details
Writing 
Persuasive- students will be composing for and against arguments based on a series of topics, using persuasive devices, such as facts and statistics, rhetorical questions and emotive language

Poetic Narrative – students plan, create, edit and publish a narrative, focussing on characters, setting and plot development, with a poetic focus.
Information Report – students will be researching and paraphrasing information based on Australian fauna and flora with links to our Integrated topic.

	Mathematics

Number and Algebra – Addition and Subtraction (recall addition and subtraction facts, apply efficient addition and subtraction strategies to solve problems, estimating and calculating purchases of items and change to the nearest 5 cents)
Measurement and Geometry – Length (read and measure objects using metric units, order and compare units according to their measurements using scaled instruments)
Angles (identify, make and compare angle sizes in everyday situations)
Statistics and Probability – Data and Probability (conduct chance experiments, identify possible outcomes of experiments, describe possible everyday events and order their chances of probability, justify variations in the results of chance experiments)

	Integrated Studies
This term students research Australian plants and animals to understand that living things can be grouped on the basis of observable features and can be distinguished from non-living things. In this unit of study, students will learn about:  
· How living things can be grouped on the basis of observable features and can be distinguished from non-living things
· Explore living things and their life cycle, for example the life cycle of a plant

· How the environment supports living things and how they survive, as well as how living things depend on each other to survive

· Ways to protect our natural and built environment, by promoting and engaging  in sustainable practices and resources, for example maintaining and cultivating the class garden and wildlife corridor
Students will also have the opportunity to conduct a range of scientific experiments and to record their observations and experiences in their journal. 


	Homework
Students have weekly spelling words to practise and are expected to complete homework by the day stated by teachers. They will also have the opportunity to build connections between home and school by engaging in maths tasks or projects according to the topic. Students are also encouraged to read on a nightly basis. This can be books (from home, school or local library), magazines, newspapers and ebooks. The 3s will visit the library every Friday (3A 3B) & Wednesday (3C). Students who don’t complete tasks during class time or hand in their homework may be asked to complete tasks during break times.
