	English

Reading
Although each reading group has a focus specific to their learning needs, these are some of the reading and comprehension skills we will be focussing on as a whole class throughout the term:

Drawing Conclusions and Making Inferences, Compare and Contrast, Distinguishing between Fact and Opinion, Summarising and Understanding Sequence
Writing 
Poetry – familiarise and analyse various styles of poetry including: Alliteration, Limerick, Cinquain, Rhyming Couplet, Haiku, Diamantes, Free Verse. Students will plan and compose different types of poetry and publish in a poetry booklet.
Discussion –research, plan and create a discussion writing piece, offering two points of view relating to a topic, concluding with the student’s own opinion.
Information Report – students will be inquiring, researching and paraphrasing information based on Australia’s first peoples and the significant ways Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples are connected to Country and Place before European Settlement.

	Mathematics

Number and Place Value – multiplication and division, linking the relationship between both operations with repeated addition, groups of, arrays and equal sharing; fractions. 

Measurement and Geometry – area and 3D shape

Statistics and Probability – Probability (conduct chance experiments, identify possible outcomes of experiments, describe possible everyday events and order their chances of probability, justify variations in the results of chance experiments)

	Integrated Studies
This term, we are learning about Australia’s first peoples and the significant ways Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples are connected to Country and Place and the effects on their daily lives. In this unit of study, students will learn about:  
-perspectives of people from the past.

-the nature of contact between Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples and others, for example, the Macassans and the Europeans, and the effects of these interactions. 
-the significance of Country and Place to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples who belong to a local area
-one significant narrative, myth or celebration from the past
-the significance of Australian celebrations, symbols and emblems
-the origin and content features of primary sources when describing the significance of people, places and events
Students will have the opportunity to inquire and investigate further into Australia’s first peoples based on an idea or question of their choosing.  

	Homework
Students have weekly spelling words to practise and are expected to complete homework by the day stated by teachers. They will also have the opportunity to build connections between home and school by engaging in maths tasks or projects according to the topic. Students are also encouraged to read on a nightly basis. This can be books (from home, school or local library), magazines, newspapers and ebooks. The 3s will visit the library every week, according to their grades timetable. 
Students who don’t complete tasks during class time or hand in their homework, may be asked to complete tasks during break times.
