	English

Reading
Although each reading group has a focus specific to their learning needs, these are some of the reading and comprehension skills we will be focussing on as a whole class throughout the term:

Distinguishing between Real and Make Believe, Identifying the Main Idea, Fact and Opinion
Writing 
Recount—students plan, create, edit and publish a recount, focusing on an experience
Narrative – students plan, create, edit and publish a narrative, focussing on characters, setting and plot development, with a horror focus
Information Report (autobiography)- students will be gathering and researching information about their own life, with links to our Integrated topic Me and My Place 

	Mathematics

Number and Algebra – 
· Investigate the conditions required for a number to be odd or even and identify odd and even
· Place Value (recognise, make, explain, numbers up to five digits, naming the place value of each digit)
Measurement and Geometry – 
· Create and interpret simple grid maps to show position and pathways 
· Time (tell time to the minute and investigate the relationship between units of time, convert between units of time)
Statistics and Probability – 
· Data (collect, record, interpret and compare data displays with and without the use of digital technologies)

	Integrated Studies
This term we are learning about communities, laws and government systems that make up our Australian identity. In this unit of study, students will learn about:  
· The purpose of government and some familiar services provided by government, particularly at the local level
· The purpose of creating rules for groups and how rules and laws affect them
· Explore voting as a key method for group decision making in a democracy.

· Explore how individuals participate in their community, cultural diversity and how belonging to different groups can shape personal identity

· Investigate how and why people choose to remember significant events
· Analyse key events which contributed to the development of the Australian nation

Students will also have the opportunity to create their own learning journey on the topic, by selecting a community group to research and present to their peers.

	Homework
Students have weekly spelling words to practise and are expected to complete homework by the day stated by teachers. They are also encouraged to read on a nightly basis. This can be books (from home, school or local library), magazines, newspapers and ebooks. The 3’s will visit the library every Tuesday. 
Students who don’t complete tasks during class time or hand in their homework may be asked to complete tasks during break times.  

	Life Skills

Life skills is a program developed to promote optimal student wellbeing, as well as instil mindfulness in children. Students will explore a variety of calming and mindfulness strategies to embed in their daily routines, as well as provide the ability to draw from a bank of strategies during times of stress, or when problems arise.
